The TVP North Branch project filled a
gap in the pathway system between
Ross Park and North London Athletic 
Fields. Construction was completed in
2020. 
The Environmental Assessment (EA)
completed for that project identified
several future neighbourhood
connections. The City is now moving
ahead with one of these connections,
referred to in the EA as the 
“Glenora/Stoney Creek Neighbourhood
Connection”. 

This project will connect the Stoney
Creek Pathway to the TVP North
Branch with a continuous 
multi-use pathway. 

The section of the Glenora/Stoney
Creek Neighbourhood Connection east
of Adelaide will be completed at a later
date.

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Archaeology and Natural Heritage 

Archaeology 

As recommended in the EA, a Stage 2
Archaeological Assessment was conducted
within the project limits. Field surveys were
completed in November 2023. 
The Stage 2 assessments did not result in
the documentation of any archaeological
resources. The project area can be
considered free of archaeological concern
and no further archaeological assessment
is recommended at this time. 

Natural Heritage
and Tree Impacts 

The woodlands north of Windermere Road are a 
designated Natural Heritage Area. Accordingly, any
construction next to the woodland will be limited to within 
the existing paved portions of the roadway, with no
encroachment into the woodlands. Some trimming of tree
limbs may be necessary. 
Removal of smaller sized trees are planned outside the
natural heritage area, including street trees along
Windermere Road, and some trees in North London 
Athletic Fields where the pathway connection is made to
the TVP. Where practical these trees will be replaced with
new trees in nearby locations.

Permitted Uses: Apartment buildings; lodging house class 2; senior citizens apartment 
buildings; handicapped persons apartment buildings; continuum-of-care facilities; and all of the 
uses permitted in the RSA4 Zone.  
Special Provision(s): A reduced minimum front yard depth of 1.5 metres (whereas a 
minimum of 18.8 metres is required); a reduced minimum interior side yard depth of 1.5 metres 
(whereas a minimum of 44.4 metres is required); a reduced minimum rear yard depth of 7.5 
metres (whereas a minimum of 44.4 metres is required); and an increased maximum lot 
coverage of 80% (whereas 50% is the maximum). 
Residential Density: 750 units per hectare (whereas 350 units per hectare is the maximum).

Any change to the Zoning By-law must conform to the policies of the Official Plan, London’s 
long-range planning document. The subject lands are in the Transit Village Place Type in The 
London Plan, permitting a broad range of uses, including residential apartment buildings, up to 
a standard maximum height of 15 storeys or an upper maximum height of 22 storeys.

Right to Appeal to the Ontario Land Tribunal 
If a person or public body would otherwise have an ability to appeal the decision of the 
Council of the Corporation of the City of London to the Ontario Land Tribunal but the person 
or public body does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make written 
submissions to the City of London before the proposed official plan amendment is adopted, 
the person or public body is not entitled to appeal the decision. 

If a person or public body does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make written 
submissions to the City of London before the proposed official plan amendment is adopted, 
the person or public body may not be added as a party to the hearing of an appeal before the 
Ontario Land Tribunal unless, in the opinion of the Tribunal, there are reasonable grounds to 
add the person or public body as a party.
