Requested Amendment to The London Plan

Possible amendment to The London Plan to remove the Southwest Area Secondary Plan
(SWAP) as a document, remove references to SWAP in policy, add policies from SWAP, and
update mapping and land use designations to reflect removal of SWAP. Amend policies 215,
217, 247, 255, 257, 272, 395, 879, 902, 1077, 1140, 1152, 1565, Map 1, Map 2, and Map 7 to
incorporate unique SWAP policies for continued implementation. Amend policies 955, 958,
Table 8, and Map 2 to maintain SWAP height maximums. Amend Urban Design Guidelines for
3080 Bostwick Road, Richardson Subdivision, and Lambeth Area Community Plan to remove
references to SWAP. Amend Map 1 for the lands located at 4525-4575 Blakie Road, 119-217
Exeter Road, and 4023-4026 Meadowbrook Drive from Neighbourhood Place Type to
Commercial Industrial Place Type. Amend Map 1 to change lands located at 405-437 Exeter
Road and part of 60 Chalkstone Drive from Light Industrial Place Type to Shopping Area Place
Type.

Requested Zoning By-law Amendment
To amend the h-148 and h-153 holding provision to remove references to Southwest Area
Secondary Plan.

If you wish to be notified of the decision of the City of London on the proposed official plan
amendment and/or zoning by-law amendment, you must make a written request to the City
Clerk, 300 Dufferin Ave., P.O. Box 5035, London, ON, N6A 4L9, or at docservices@london.ca.
You will also be notified if you speak to the Planning and Environment Committee at the public
meeting about this application and leave your name and address with the Clerk of the
Committee.

Right to Appeal to the Ontario Land Tribunal

If a person or public body would otherwise have an ability to appeal the decision of the Council
of the Corporation of the City of London to the Ontario Land Tribunal but the person or public

body does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make written submissions to the
City of London before the proposed official plan amendment is adopted, the person or public
body is not entitled to appeal the decision.

If a person or public body does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make written
submissions to the City of London before the proposed official plan amendment is adopted, the
person or public body may not be added as a party to the hearing of an appeal before the
Ontario Land Tribunal unless, in the opinion of the Tribunal, there are reasonable grounds to
add the person or public body as a party.

If a person or public body would otherwise have an ability to appeal the decision of the Council
of the Corporation of the City of London to the Ontario Land Tribunal but the person or public
body does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make written submissions to the
City of London before the by-law is passed, the person or public body is not entitled to appeal
the decision.

If a person or public body does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make written

submissions to the City of London before the by-law is passed, the person or public body may

not be added as a party to the hearing of an appeal before the Ontario Land Tribunal unless, in
the opinion of the Tribunal, there are reasonable grounds to do so.
