The Official Plan can be changed

[Oning By-law

» All properties are assigned a zone

» Zone identifies permitted uses and regulations relating
to height, building set-backs, coverage, density, gross
floor area, etc.

» Zone must be consistent with the Official Plan

» Expected changes on an ongoing basis — OP guides
evaluation of changes

» By law, must build according to Zoning By-law
