Veterans Memorial Parkway Extension and Highway 401 Interchange Improvements

The Ontario Ministry of Transportation (MTO) and the City of London have selected Dufferin Construction Company to design and constructimprovements to the interchange at Highway 401 and Veterans Memorial Parkway CMP) in the City of London, as shown on the key plan.
The Project improves access into the City and supports long-term economic growth and development in the area. Details of the Project and theconstruction staging and traffic management plan were presented at the Public Information Centre in May 2016. The Project has been designedto accommodate a future eight-lane cross section of Highway 401 and includes:

• Extension of VMP as a two-lane expressway southerly by approximately 800 m from Highway 401 to form a new intersection withWilton Grove Road
• Interchange improvements that include new ramps and modifications to existing ramps
• Replacement of the VMP bridge over Highway 401 on its current alignment

Construction of the new bridge will require the
temporary closure of the bridge and eastbound ramps
for several months during construction.
