	Support: I will support the work on the Advisory Committee by offering perspectives from users on what the city needs most in terms of active transportation. My main aim is to enhance interactions between users (cyclists) and council members with a focus on mutually beneficial solutions. For example, I'd suggest to consider possibilities for incorporating cycle lane improvements into existing infrastructure projects during the development phase at minimal extra cost. As an experienced cyclist who has lived in cities with well-developed or emerging biking infrastructure (Cambridge, Amsterdam, Montreal), and who is integrated into the cycling community at Western University as a member of WATS, I expect to provide useful input to the committee.
	Additional Experience: As part of my work for the university, I have been involved in multiple advisory committees and councils within an academic setting. For example, I was an elected member of the university council at Maastricht University (the Netherlands), advising the Executive Board on matters related to education, research, and budget. Furthermore, I have been involved in organising public outreach events, such as Pint of Science, to promote interactions between scientists and members of the local community. While exact administrative structures, content, and budgets may differ between academic and municipal government, I expect my previous experience in the academic world to be of use as an Advisory Committee Member.
